Call to Order at  7:04 pm and flag salute 

Cohasset Elementary School pending Closure:

Sharon Hastings gave a verbal report to the Board concerning the pending Cohasset School closure.  Sharon indicated that there was a high approval of the attitude and behavior of the Cohassians in attendance at the County Board of Supervisor meeting.  There was a 99% probability of closing our school.  Options open to us included opening Cohasset School as a Charter school.  Sharon met with our school principal over concerns that our Cohasset children would be bussed clear to Neal-Dow and raised the point that Cohassian parents should be given the option of choosing the school, such as Shasta Elementary which is the closest to Cohasset.  Sharon wanted to have a meeting with school officials to decide where to send our children.  Sharon also expressed her concerns, concerns shared by every Board member, of the elementary students, K-6, sharing a bus with Junior or Senior High School students.  General discussion ensued regarding the original deed on school property and the legal owner at this time; if it is still deeded to Cohasset for a school, how do we enforce the return?  Sharon was going to get back to us.  It was decided that Lisa would include an article in the next newsletter informing residents of an informational meeting to discuss the Charter Option on Tuesday 4/29 at 6pm.

Approval of March Minutes 

After brief discussion regarding the amount of money to donate to the school for a field trip, Lara advised the Board that she believed that all the necessary funds had been acquired by the PTO for the trip.  Lara would check with the PTO, and if necessary get our $60.00 check back that Mayeve wrote.
