March 12, 2009


Call to Order and Flag salute:   7:00 pm

Sara Knowles:  Ms. Knowles gave a brief overview of what her firm handles in the way of legal cases.  The firm handles non-profits, civil, business and also supports the community by doing pro bono work.  Mr. Rick Leland, the Senior Partner, does Real Estate law and he also handles the non-profit C.3’s.  Mr. Leland gave Ms. Knowles our 501.C.3 case to see through to conclusion.

As to our Amended Corporation By-Laws:

Articles of Incorporation are the Association’s statement of intent and purposes.  There need to be two general meetings, the first on is to read and the second is to read and to vote on by a quorum of the general membership.  Then the Board of Directors signs them.  General questions ensued.  One of the questions was after it has been approved, can the IRS reject parts or all of it?  According to Ms. Knowles, the Cohasset Community Association is a very clean corporation and she is not anticipating problems.   There also needs to be a Proxy Provision added, although the board does not need to send out proxies.  Ms. Knowles also indicated that she would check on the original deeds giving the land for the school and the CCA.  Ms. Knowles indicated that we call her with any additional questions.  She also made the suggestion that a log be kept to record all requests for copies of the by-laws.  Most corporations do charge for printing copies that have been requested.   Jill, Mayeve and Maggie will add additional information as to the benefits to the community served by the CCA.   Ms. Knowles then left, after being invited to some upcoming events, such as the pot luck, and after being thanked for all of the time and dedication she had put into helping the Association with the 501.C.3.
