David Estrada’s estimate is attached with these minutes.  Linda is taking the Resolution signed by the County, recognizing the CCA as the spokes group for Cohasset to get a frame.

Annual Bazaar – Jill  

The beer is arranged.  We will be getting some of the beer from the Cohasset store at cost.  Mike raised some concerns concerning why the bar made so little money last year.  Maggie, the Secretary, provided the detailed breakdown from the 2008 bazaar.  Jill explained that all of the ice was charged 
against the bar for the entire bazaar and we paid full retail for the beer last year.  Jill continued to explain that the plans were going well for this year – Hanson’s are mowing the lawn at the school, doing the barbeque, and they will be providing the 4’ shade cloth for the perimeter of the CCA grounds.  Kathy will be doing the stage covering.
According to Dan, neither he nor Mike had the time to spend soliciting for the raffle that they were able to commit last year.  They will be drafting a letter stating donors for “Diamond Sponsorship” listing 15 donors from last year.  General discussion ensued concerning the volunteer Fire Department wanting to do a fund raising raffle at the bazaar.  The decision was to not allow it at the bazaar at this time.  If the quilt, or another great grand prize is available, then Mike and Dan will consider running the raffle.

The horseshoe area still does not have anyone to oversee it.  According to the agreement, there needed to be someone, who was determined to be acceptable to the board, by the beginning of July.  The V.F.D. will be offered the opportunity to run the horseshoe pit.
Building Rental - Dan

Dan advised that the Building rental fee is $125 with a $200 cleaning deposit.  Dan has not gotten the door key back and does not have a key now.  Bob Hursh and Mike Dufloth are also without keys.  Maggie gave her keys to Bob Hursh so that he could let David Estrada in to the building for the electrical work.
