for the chipper. Raking pine needles, sweeping off evergreen it provides cover and shelter year rour

porches and patios, cleaning out the gutters and
getting ready for the next storm! Hopefully the
next one will bring more rain and less wind, for ou
rainfall is very low for the second year in a row.

One of the California native plants that have

weathered the storm is the Toyon, or Heteromeles

arbutifolia. The bright red berries of this tairgb
are a delight for the eyes and our wildlife at this
time of year. The hollylike berries come just in
time for Christmas. The city of “Hollywood” was
named after this California indigenous plant tisat i
also called the “Christmas Berry”.

The Toyon grows in the dry, brushy foothills of
California to 4000 ft. elevation. It is very drdug
tolerant but will need some light summer watering
to become established. It grows in full sun tdig
shade. It grows 6-20 ft. high and almost as wide i
some places. It is best to plant at the back®f th
garden where your landscaping meets the wood-
lands. If planted with coffeeberry, manzanita,dwil
lilac and mountain mahogany you will have
blooms beginning in early spring. Since Toyon

does not grow naturally on our land, we have intro-

duced it to add another flowering and fruit bearing
shrub to our landscape. Toyon is evergreen with

to wildlife. Every year we use the berries on our
Christmas wreaths and table arrangements. Wh
treat it is to go right outside our door for our
unique decorations!

Growing a diversity of food-bearing plants in you
garden will attract birds, butterflies and othefdwi
life to your yard. California natives, such as the
Toyon, require little pruning, water or fertilizigr

they are planted in their native habitat. Many na-
tive species have stopped growing in our foothills

because of fire suppression, development, and a
influx of non-native species. It is fun and intre
ing to reintroduce these plants that have grown
here for millennia. They are perfectly acclimated
to our always-exciting Cohasset weather!
