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"A Sense of Place"

Hello Cohasset neighbors. Allow me to introduce etfydy
name is Jo Danehy and my sister Trish Puterbaugilys
writes this column. We will be trading off now atigen with
writing. I'd like to stay with Trish’s theme “A See of
Place”.

We certainly had plenty of rain since Trish lasbtet Halle-
lujah for the sunshine, but hope for more rain asave still
very low on our rainfall for the year. If you plaat bulbs last
fall they should be making a beautiful displayeenmder of
spring and new life. So start again by bringing that old
manure or compost to enrich the soil for plantifigne to
plant snow peas, lettuce, broccoli, cabbage, apdtrer
cool weather lovers. Planting now to assure spaimgjsum-
mer color and a delicious early summer harvest.

Beyond daffodils and sweet peas when | think ofGbdas-
set landscape nothing seems as omnipresent orl@nées
Manzanita. At every glance, at every elevationifbe
brush lands into the high forests, this hard waofdind.
Manzanitas sheer abundance in our forest with rith bark
and distinctive green foliage creates a specialtyaaat
defines the “Look of Cohasset”.

The word Manzanita is derived from the Spanish woeah-
zana (apple). The literal translation is littleplgp Its genus
is Arctostaphphylos. There are over sixty specféddanza-

nita in the Western states from ground covers ntwhigh
foot trees. The types most commonly found in Codlaase

Whiteleaf, Greenleaf and Big Manzanita.

At a glance all three Manzanita look alike. Atsdoinspec-
tion, especially when Whiteleaf and Greenleaf aoeving
side by side, you can clearly see the differenidee easiest
way to tell them apart is by the foliage colors.iWleaf is a
lighter grey-green color where as Greenleaf and\Bagza-
nita are brighter green. Another way to tell thiéedence is
by their size at maturity. The Big Manzanita caacteup to
twenty feet where as other species usually reaolo&eet.
Greenleaf can also be identified by the burl ab#se near
the soil.

Just like the Toyon shrub Trish talked about lashth, Man-
zanita is a winter bloomer. Clusters of delicatekish white
blooms dangle like tiny bells. Besides adding® éxtraor-
dinary beauty of this plant the blossoms are dalisly fra-
grant. They are a prized source of nectar for bedshum-

mingbirds, our gardening assistants. The
to your garden and they eat insects too.

fruit in the form of berries, or as the Span
ish termed “little apples”. California na-
tives used the berries to produce jellies
and jams. They were also dried and
ground to produce a course meal or
soaked in water with the branch tips to
make cider.

However, Manzanita is more than just a food. Wati
Americans used it as a medicine. Manzanita continstin,
a glycoside that is broken down into hydroquinaméhe
urine. Therefore it has disinfecting qualities theke it use-
ful in the treatment of mild urinary tract infeati®, chronic
kidney inflammation and water retention. The leafuestion
as a mild vasoconstrictor for the uterus to hetp stleeding.
The peeling bark was made into a tea to relieveemu
Additionally underneath that beautiful red barihie hardest
wood known to California. Due to the woods tendetacy
crack when cured it is not used for timber butlirenches
are very popular as decorative pieces, birds pgreimd for
furniture. Manzanita wood works well in aquariuntsoaas it
is resistant to the leaching of tannins into watécleaned
and cured it holds up well to submersion for loegiqds. If
you are low on fire wood there is always some ddadza-
nita or “mountain driftwood” in the forest gardemhelp
warm the home until the spring chill subsides.

Manzanita has many uses and is a natural ornameiofr i
Cohasset gardens. ou can dress up the plantsariginid the
house by clearing other brush away and trimmingitred
wood on the lower limbs. If you live in the brusintls as |
do, when you clear areas of brush, leave some large
“Manzies” around for shade until planted shadestgrew
larger. Manzanita prefers dry, well-drained, susitgs. The
plants natural method of germination is througé fitimula-
tion of dormant seeds or mechanically by soil diztince.
Animals are the primary mode of seed dispersainktmy
dogs are helping, as they love
those berries!

Even if you do not have Manzz
nita in your garden you cannot
help but admire the unique che
acteristics of this plant. On a
stormy night in the view beyon
your headlights notice its wet,
slick, twisted trunks and foliage
shimmering white in the dark-
ness. On a hot summer day
while gardening, lean up against its trunk for sesd shade.
Close your eyes and when all is quiet and the vsirsdill,
you may actually hear the bark peeling off. Mosportant,
it is quite stunning just left alone. Manzanitaisatural
beauty in our foothill and forest gardens.
