Today we are in the midst of 
a cultural movement: an eco-
renaissance that is profoundly 
affecting the way we live our 
lives. The way we view water is 
no exception. For the first time, 
Californians recognize the need 
to work cooperatively and to 
approach water resource man-
agement in a comprehensive 
and integrated way. We are cur-
rently in the midst of a complex 
statewide water crisis, and the man-
ner in which we choose to address 
this crisis will ultimately affect our 
health, our environment, and our 
economy. The bottom line is: In or-
der to avert problems in the future, 
change needs to happen now. 

In the past, the traditional way of 
closing the supply and demand gap 
was to increase supplies by building 
new facilities, such as dams, or by 
tapping underground aquifers. Today, 
those options will not provide a reli-
able source of water for our future. 
The most cost-effective and environ-
mentally sound way to meet our fu-
ture water needs is through conserva-
tion. 

Water conservation is defined as 
those activities designed to reduce 

the demand for water, improve the 
efficiency of its use, and reduce 
losses and waste. Changing our wa-
ter-use practices will require educa-
tion of individuals and communities. 
Understanding where our water 
comes from, how much we use, our 
potential to conserve, and how to get 
the biggest bang for the buck will be 
the essential issues as we move for-
ward. 

Never has there been a better 
time, better tools, or a better opportu-
nity to create a new paradigm for 
water use and conservation.  It is in-
creasingly obvious that the water 
policies that helped California be-
come the economic giant it is today 
will not sustain us in the future. 
There is no one single or best solu-
tion to solve our water problem. 

Rather, our goal should be for 
each of us to do a little… use 
new and innovative technolo-
gies, such as rainwater harvest-
ing and smart controllers; advo-
cate for water conservation in 
our area; help set policy to en-
courage water reuse; and fight 
for environmental justice. The 
new principles of efficiency, 
equity, and ecosystem integrity 
offer the best guidance toward a 
long-term solution. Water con-
servation itself, using existing 
technologies, can save up to 
one-third of California’s current 
water use. That is something to 
think about!

501(c)3  Status a Big Win for the CCA: After 
two years, the CCA board is ready to apply for 
501c3 non-profit status.  The complex legal pa-
perwork has been generously prepared pro-bono 
for the CCA by the brilliant and delightful attor-
ney Sara M. Knowles, Esq., from the prestigious 
Chico law firm Leland, Schultz & Morrissey. 

The reason this is such a huge win for the CCA is because, unlike our 
existing status (501c4), the 501(c)3 not only allows the CCA exemption 
from both income and property tax, but also allows donors to legally de-
clare large tax-deductible charitable contributions for federal income tax 
purposes. This means we can solicit and accept donations not previously 
afforded by our old status from county governments, utilities, large non-
profits, grant organizations and wealthy benefactors, among others. 

With the economic meltdown and county officials slashing budgets, 
this just may be the ticket for the Cohasset community to go out and fund 
our own improvements to enhance the quality of life without depending 
on financial assistance from our struggling government agencies.

���� the last month the no-
cost chipping service provided by 
Butte County Fire Safe Council 
(BCFSC) has helped about 20 Co-
hasset residents reduce brush near 
their homes and driveways. This pro-
gram is available because of gener-
ous donations made to BCFSC by 
agencies, companies and individuals 
of Butte County.  

Cohasset residents who wish to 
have the chipper grind up their brush 
must call BCFSC before May 12 to 
assure service this spring. The brush 
must be free of roots, vines, poison 
oak and lumber. Piles must be placed 
adjacent to access roads with the 
stems facing out, 4 feet high or less. 

Please call BCFSC at 877 0984 to 
get on the list. 

Several Cohasset residents hired 
contractors to “masticate” brush-
fields on their property this spring.  
A relatively modest investment will 
pay for these Bobcat-mounted man-
zanita mashers to grind through 
overgrown forest under story acres in 
less than a day. BCFSC has a list of 
contractors that operate mastication 
machinery.  

The Council is working hard to 
come up with funding to resume the 
free chipping program next fall. 
Contribution envelopes are included 
in the information packet that is dis-
tributed to participating residents.

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Emergency Shelter News ��

The EPC has moved one step closer 
to making our community self-
sufficient in the event of an emergency 
that closes Cohasset Road and knocks 
out the power. This past month the 
CCA, through the generous contribu-
tion of PG&E, purchased a generator 
that has the capacity to run our well. 
This will allow us to keep the water 
storage tank filled if the power goes 
out. 

One more generator will be pur-
chased when the proper tax-exempt 
rating is granted to the CCA. The process is moving along 
quite nicely, but all things in government are slow. The 

second generator will power the CCA building. Once this 
is in place the CCA will have the ability to provide shelter 
for our residents whenever the need arises. 

The EPC’s goal is to have both generators purchased 
and operational by this fire season.  The 
CCA needs someone with an electrical 
contractor’s license to help us make the 
proper connections for these generators, 
and to help us correct any electrical prob-
lems at the building. We are also looking 
for someone willing to donate their time 
to clear the parking area around the CCA 
building when it snows. With sufficient 
parking, a shelter can be open in bad 
weather to help those without heat and 
electricity in the winter storm season. If 
you, or someone you know, is willing to 

take on one or both of these tasks, please contact me at
