Reopens 
Driving off the ridge and down to 

the valley on Saturday afternoon be-
cause you’ve forgotten the butter for 
tomorrow’s family brunch will soon 
be an inconvenience of the past.  Af-
ter nearly a year of uncertainty, spo-
radic hours, empty shelves and even-
tually a silent closing, we can finally 
put to rest the rumors, innuendo and 
half-truths circulating around town 
about the Cohasset Store.  

Here’s the scoop: The Cohasset 
store will reopen on May 30th  under 
the new ownership of Eric and Julie 
Dietz. They are members of a long-
standing prominent Chico business 
family (Longfellow Lumber). They 
grew up in Chico and have relatives 
living in Cohasset.  

According to Eric, the Dietzes 
signed an agreement to buy the store 
from his sister Rebecca Dietz and her 
partner Lynn Pierce on May 1st.  Eric 
said, “Since signing the deal, we’ve 
been working like mad, scrambling to 
prepare for the opening in less than 
30 days, doing everything from fix-
ing floors to replacing sinks and 
countertops, not to mention complet-
ing mounds of crazy paperwork.” He 
goes on to enthusiastically say that 
“this project is a Grand Adventure” 
for him and particularly for his wife, 
Julie. Eric wanted to be perfectly 
clear and stated, “It is Julie who will 
be running the store from day to day; 
it’s her baby and I assure you she’s 
going to be really good at it.” 

While the official first day for 
business will be May 30th, Eric 
wants residents to know it will be a 
“soft” opening and that a festive 

Grand Opening will be announced 
sometime later this summer, because 
until all the paperwork for licenses 
and permits have been completed and 
approved, some of their services and 
products might not yet be available 
on that first day.   

The new store will provide bread, 
butter, milk and all the necessities 
including beverages and even cigs. 
Eric adds, “Once the inspection proc-
ess clears, we’ll have gasoline for 
sale from the above-ground tank, and 
we will have the propane tank back 
soon enough.” As well, they plan to 
reopen the mailbox center, and Julie, 
who has a love for crafts, hopes to 
someday add her crafts to a small 
section of the store. Tentatively they 
are considering keeping the store 
open 7am to 7pm. 

When asked what the long-term 
plans are for the store, Eric said they 

intend to get to know the community 
and determine how they can best 
serve its needs first; after that, he 
stated,  “We’re in it for the long 
haul… our savings are in it… we’re 
going to make it work.”�

agree this is 
fabulous news 
for our commu-
nity. The store 
serves not only 

as an incredibly important conven-
ience for local residents but also as a 
traditional community hub for meet-
ing, greeting and sharing information 
with fellow neighbors and visitors. 
Please join me in welcoming and 
supporting the Dietzes’ “Grand    
Adventure” and consider stopping in 
regularly at the store again           
beginning May 30th.

    I almost sent this missive a couple of days ago. 
Luckily, I did not push the send button. The County 
budget has changed for the better. I have never ex-
perienced such an outpouring of support for any issue 
than I have for the Butte County Library. I heard from 
many Cohassians who include a trip to the library 
when they take a “trip down the hill.” Our Interim 
CAO found a way to fund the library close to the 

level we have now. I am convinced this is in response to your communica-
tions with the Board of Supervisors. 

It is hard to believe that the powerful storm of January 4, 2008, was 
almost one-and-a-half years ago. Much has been done by your Emergency 
Committee.  The CCA Building is almost outfitted for community safety. 

Speaking of emergencies—We had a fire in our home on February 6 
and will probably be out for about two more months. My fire started at the 
surge protector for my computer. The lessons I learned: Check your surge 
protector for heat and make sure that all of the plugs and transformers are 
solid. Take pictures of everything in your home. When it burns up, it is 
hard to prove that you had it. Make sure that your smoke alarms work. We 
had five blasting but no one to hear them. If we had been home, they 
would have saved our lives.

Editor’s Note: The 
CCA Newsletter  
sent a few ques-
tions about inspec-

tions to fire chief Dan Summerville. Here 
are his answers and a message to all Co-
hasset residents as fire season begins. 

We have been conducting quite a 
few inspections in the Cohasset area 
over the past several months. We do 
try to schedule 2nd inspections of 
properties not in compliance on the 
initial visit, and that is done as sched-
uling and staffing allows. I am not 
sure of the effects of our inspections 
on homeowners insurance; as to my 
knowledge we [Cal Fire] do not pass 
our inspection results to insurance 
companies. Our main purpose with 
the inspections is to educate folks on 
steps they need to take to make their 
property as fire-safe as possible.  

We typically are not able to do 
advance notice of inspections, but 
once the engine is staffed at Station # 
22, folks can stop by to request an 
inspection of their property any time. 

For the Cohasset newsletter we 
would really like to get fire safety 
messages out there—specifically, re-
minders for folks to: 
· Maintain defensible space (100’ 

clearance) around your residence. 
· Be sure address signs are clearly 

visible / well-marked. 
· Be sure chimneys are cleaned and 

inspected annually. 
· Be sure smoke detector batteries 

are changed annually.
