CCA Water Use Policy

In order to ensure that water will
be available throughout the year to the
CCA building and for events spon-
sored by the CCA, it is necessary |to
restrict the pumping of water from the

CCA well.

It has been the
policy of the
CCA to allow
community mem-
bers to draw wa-
ter from the CCA
well for emer-
gency situations
only. The CCA well should never be
used as a primary or continual supple-
mental source of water for community
members.

To prevent abuse of this policy,
the following rules for the pumping of
water from the CCA well will be ap-
plied:

1. Membership to the CCA is re-
quired before any pumping from
the CCA well will be allowed.

. A log will be located at the site
that any member needing emer-
gency water must sign into. The
date of pumping and amount of
water must be registered each
time water is drawn.

. The amount of water is limited to
200 gallons per week.

. Emergency water may be drawn
for 4 weeks. If a CCA member is
still in need of emergency water
after 4 weeks, they may contact a
board member and ask that their
situation be reviewed by the
board for an emergency water
extension.

Use will be monitored and any
member found to be abusing the well
upolicy will be restricted from further
use. It should be noted that the water
use policy rules may be subject to
change at any time in response to the
state of the well.

EPC Helping Prepare
the Community for
Emergencies

The CCA’'s Emergency Preparg
ness Committee (EPC) met Tuesday,
August 11, 2009 to discuss fire evacua-
tion issues and route identification map-
ping. Also on the agenda was the pp-
coming winter storm season.

Maggie Krehbiel, EPC chairpersagn,
is working with Butte County Fire to
produce accurate street maps of the|Co-
hasset Ridge. In the event of an emer-
gency on the ridge, these maps wduld
be issued to out-of-town firefighters
and law enforcement to help locate peo-
ple and addresses.

Also addressed was the fact that all
routes off Cohasset Ridge are treacher-
ous at best, requiring vehicles with high
ground clearance and plenty of gas] as
well, many of the usual routes
closed with locked gates and/or deliber-
ately placed obstacles nearly imposs|ble
to get around. So, in the event of a fire
the EPC strongly advises residenty to
evacuate early down the main ropd.
