Do you have an old-fashioned, non-electric telegf?on

Have you checked the tread on your tires? Are th®d for mud and
snow? Do you have the correct size snow chaing/dar vehicles
and do you know how to put them on?

Have you checked your windshield wipers to sehaf/tneed replace
ment? Make certain that your windshield wiper dolutis the type
that won't freeze. Make certain that you have &eieze in all your
vehicles’ radiators.

If you have a generator, have you checked the fewdls and startec
it recently to make certain that it is running emtiy?

If you have children and are not home if we haveoatage, do they
know what do and who to contact for help?
